Swimming/Waterpolo:
Lady Mustang Water Polo Team Finishes 9th at State Championship
        In only their second trip to the state championships, the Lady Mustangs placed 9th at the Texas High School State Water Polo Championships, held in San Antonio, April 23-24. Representing Friendswood on the state team were Morgan Bluth, Kelsey Castro, Kristyn Cox, Rachel Cragin, McKenna Harclerode, Lauren Lundquist, Hailey Lutz, Julia Maloy, Mady Maloy, Brittany Philbrick, Alana Semple, Briahna Yarberry, and Hannah Zawila.
      The Friendswood girls entered the tournament as the 4th seed in the South Houston Region and drew the number one seed from South Texas, the Lady Mules of Alamo Heights who won the game 8 to 5. Scoring for Friendswood were Team Co-Captain Lauren Lundquist with two goals, Kelsey Castro with two goals, and Team Co-Captain McKenna Harclerode with one goal. Helping to keep a strong Alamo Heights team to a single-digit final score and keeping Friendswood in the game, defensive standouts were Kelsey Castro, Rachel Cragin, Haley Lutz, and Alana Semple.                  
        Friendswood’s second game pitted the girls against the third seeded team from the North Texas Region, the Flower Mound Lady Jaguars. The Lady Mustangs started the game with the same intensity with which they ended their first game. Scoring twice in the first quarter, Friendswood held the Lady Jaguars scoreless for all but the last 2 seconds of the first quarter, when Flower Mound scored their only goal of the game. The strong defensive pairing of Castro and goalie Kristyn Cox helped hold Flower Mound to their single goal of the game. On offense, Friendswood continued to pass well and Cox helped maneuver the team into several great scoring opportunities with some strong downfield passes to Lundquist and Cragin. Friendswood lit the scoring lamp several times and finished their state-championship run with a 5-1 win. Scoring for Friendswood were Cragin with two goals, Castro with one goal, Lundquist with one goal, and Harclerode with one goal. The team hopes they can build on their second trip to the state championship and place higher next year.
        Although water polo is played on the club and junior-high level in the Houston area and around the state, there are no club or junior-high teams in Friendswood, so most of our players first exposure to the game happens their freshman year at Friendswood High School. Therefore, competing at State two years in a row is a real accomplishment for the Lady Mustangs!
 
Water Polo Dinner:
The Boys and Girls Water Polo teams wrapped up the year and the water polo season with a dinner held at The Harclerodes.  Coach Wostal was on hand to present the water polo awards.  For the girls team McKenna Harclerode was named most valuable player and Alec Maloy was named MVP for the boys team. Hailey Lutz was named most improved for the girls and Taylor Watson was named most improved for the boys.  

Swimming & Diving Wrap-Up:
Senior Melissa Watson got word from Coach Little that she has been named to the All American Swim Team by the National Interscholastic Swim Coaches Association (NISCA) for her performance in the 100 Breast at the Texas 4A State Swimming Championships.
 
Melissa has signed a National Letter of Intent and accepted a 70% scholarship to swim for the NCAA Division I swim team at Liberty University in Lynchburg, Virginia. The scholarship applies toward the total cost of attendance and includes 60% for athletic achievement and 10% academic achievement. Melissa was recruited by several other NCAA Div. I swim programs including Univ. of New Mexico, TCU, Univ. of North Texas, Western Kentucky University, Ohio University and Towson University, but felt that Liberty University best reflected her values and offers an excellent Bachelor of Science in Nursing program.
 
Senior Lauren Lundquist has also decided to swim in college for the Colorado School of Mines NCAA Division II swim team. She has accepted a $50K Academic Scholarship from the Colorado School of Mines where she plans to major in Chemical & Bio-Chemical Engineering.
 
In addition, Seniors McKenna Harclerode, Alec Maloy, Jared Maloy, Nick Bowen, Will Kibikas & Brandon Kearns have accomplished great things in their four years on the FHS Swimming and Water Polo teams and will be sorely missed as they move on to the next phase of their lives. We wish to congratulate all 8 of our seniors as they graduate and thank them for the wonderful memories, exciting races and hard fought water polo games. They have been a real treat to watch!
 
We are awaiting word on when the FHS Natatorium will finally be open. The latest estimates are sometime in June.  The team did get to walk through the Natatorium on May 6th and took their first official team photo in the new facility.

Coach Little has announced that FHS will be hosting three Invitational meets, one dual meet and the District Championship meet in the new natatorium during the 2010-2011 season and the team is looking forward to having a place where their friends and fellow classmates can come over and cheer them on!
