Lacrosse:
Lacrosse continues to be the fastest growing sport in Texas. Currently there are over 100 teams statewide and that number stands to triple in the next few years!  Friendswood lacrosse hosted two lacrosse camps during the month of July and both were well attended. The youth camp hosted 52 campers, with ages ranging from 8 to 11 years old. The Blue Devil Elite camp had 59 participants, with ages ranging from 12 to 18 years old. Both camps received great reviews from players and parents.  Off-season lacrosse practice will begin September 20th. Practices will begin at 4:00 p.m. and will run Monday through Thursday. Lacrosse can be used as a PE credit and players need to coordinate with their school counselor if they are pursuing a credit for this sport.  Head Coach, Steve Kirk, will hold tryouts sometime in November. The varsity team had 17 players graduate at the end of the 2010 school year. These players will be greatly missed as they were the first 4-year players on the FHS lacrosse team.
