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Concessions:
This year we are handling Volleyball’s concessions as well as Football for the Fall.

Each Sport was assigned one “slot” (i.e 3 games) to work the Volleyball Concessions.  Volleyball Concessions Volunteers will be working at a Cart in the Freshmen Mall just outside the Girls Gym Doors.  1st shift Volunteers should report 30 minutes before the start of the first game and last shift volunteers should stay until cleanup after the third game of the evening.  Please note that not all of the volleyball games start at the same time.  You should also check the Volleyball Athletic website for any changes to games or contact Volleyball VP, Michelle Goswick.  

Football Concessions this year we are working 5 Friday Home Varsity games and the last 5 Thursday home JV and Freshmen games.  Two sports are assigned to each of the Friday games.  Each sport is providing 6 volunteers for the entire game (12 if you break your assignments into 2 shifts).  1st shift Concession Volunteers should arrive at 5:30pm before the game and stay through halftime.  2nd shift Volunteers should arrive at the beginning of halftime and stay until the stand is cleaned and inventoried.  Sport VP’s are responsible for making sure their volunteers show up and sign in and to assist as needed through out the game.  

For Thursday Football game(s), please check the Athletic website to make sure there are not any changes to game times.  Volunteers assigned should show up 30 minutes before the start of the game and stay until the stand is cleaned and inventoried.  Assignments can be broken up into shifts.

There will be new procedures for how the concessions stands will run this year so please make sure that if you assign workers in shifts that the shifts overlap so the 2nd shift can train as the 1st shift is winding to an end.  This way we can make sure there is no disruption to service during halftime when the stand is at its busiest.
