Friendswood Swimmers/Divers Win District Swim Meet…Again
[bookmark: _GoBack]The FHS Lady Mustangs breezed to their 12th straight victory in the District 23-4A meet this weekend and the Mustangs edged out Clear Falls HS to win their 10th straight district victory.  The Lady Mustangs won first place as a girls team with 223 points, followed by Clear Falls (78), Angleton (62), Manvel (50), Brazosport (40), Dawson (35), Ball High (34) and Texas City (10). The Mustangs won first place with 128 points, followed by Clear Falls (115), Angleton (95), Dawson (80), Manvel (75), Ball (26), Texas City (12) and Brazosport (8).  Junior Rachel Cragin won Outstanding Girl Swimmer of the Year, winning gold medals in each of her four events; 200 Medley Relay, 50 Freestyle, 100 Butterfly and 200 Free Relay. Meagan Westhoven also walked away with four gold medals for the 200 Medley Relay, 200 IM, 100 Breast, and 400 Free Relay.  Freshman Stephanie LeBlanc won Outstanding Girl Diver of the Year.  Senior Elliot Wright was selected the Outstanding Boy Diver of the meet.  The top six finishers in each event at the District Championship qualifed for the Regional Championship, Feb. 4-5. 25 FHS swimmers/divers qualified. 
FHS Girls Place 2nd, Boys 3rd at Region Swim Meet
Despite a region reorganization that brought some challenging new teams to the Region 6, 4A Swimming and Diving Championship, the Friendswood High School girls’ team still managed to keep a top spot in the final results, placing second overall at the meet. The Mustangs also had an impressive finish, placing third overall amongst some tough competition.  Friendswood senior Meagan Westhoven brought home two gold and two silver medals for the Lady Mustangs. Westhoven, along with senior Kelsey Castro, junior Rachel Cragin, and sophomore Haley Lutz, started the meet off on a high note winning silver in the 200 yard Medley Relay. Their time was enough to earn the relay team a call up to the state championship February 18-19. Westhoven also earned a trip to state in the 200-yard Individual Medley, winning the event about a half a pool length ahead of her competitors. Westhoven also brought gold back to Friendswood in the 100-yard Breaststroke. In the final event of the evening, Westhoven, senior Alexandria Taylor, Cragin, and Lutz earned silver medals as part of Friendswood’s 400-yard Freestyle Relay team. This relay also received a call up to the state championships.  Rachel Cragin was named athlete of the meet. In addition to her silver medals as part of the 200 medley and 400 free relay team, Cragin brought home individual gold in the 100 yard Butterfly. Alex Taylor also earned an individual bronze medal in the 200-yard Freestyle.  The lone Mustang heading to state is freshman Justin Bertelsman who finished 3rd in the 100 yard Backstroke and fourth in the 500 yard Freestyle. Bertelsman’s times were fast enough to earn him a call up to the state championship in both events.  Divers Elliot Wright, senior, and Stephanie LeBlanc, freshman, also had impressive finishes in the diving portion of the meet. LeBlanc took bronze in the girls’ 1-Meter Diving competition with a score of 281.45. Wright finished 4th in the Boys 1-Meter Diving with a score of 320.60.
