Allison Flake tied a Friendswood school record by winning her fourth consecutive district title with scores of 86-82.  Paige Lemon was second and Katherine Wankowski was third.  Allison Flake has received three scholarship offers from Division I schools to play golf and is in the process of making a decision.  The regional tournaments will be held April 20-21st in Huntsville.
LACROSSE:  The Friendswood High School Lacrosse Team is wrapping up their season in April with away games at Katy Taylor (4/17) and Clear Lake (4/20) followed by Senior Recognition Night on Thursday April 23rd against Stratford. Several games have gone to 9, 10 and even 12 innings but we just can’t pull them out.  On the other hand, our JV team has had a terrific season! They have had one of the best seasons ever with a District record of 7-2-1. With only 3 games left, unfortunately our playoff hopes are slim. Our last home game will be next Tuesday, April 21 against Brazosport. We will be recognizing our two seniors at this game. Both seniors, Caitlin Bennett and Aimee Konet have had a great season individually. Caitlin has developed into a great center fielder and has had some clutch hits.  Aimee has been an amazing catcher as well as the team lead hitter with a batting average of .341.  Both our seniors are off to college in the fall. Caitlin Bennett is off to UTSA with hopes to transfer to UT’s main campus the following year. Aimee Konet is off to upstate New York where she will attend Renssalaer Polytech Institute on a  4 year ROTC full scholarship. She plans to dual major in Aeronautical and Mechanical Engineering.

BOYS:  Five FHS Varsity boys placed in the top 3 at the district meet held at Pearland:  Austin Slone got 1st place in the triple jump, 4th in high jump and 2nd in long jump.  Brandon Surndlar got 1st place in the 3200 meter.  James Gregory got 2nd place in the 3200meter. Trevor Reid got 2nd place in the discus. James VanMeter got 2nd place in the pole vault. Additionally, R.J. Lowery got 5th in the 3200 meter and Daniel Wright got 5th in the long jump and 6th in the triple jump. TENNIS:   The varsity tennis team completed its district tournament and won the team points awards for both boys and girls.  Individual awards were earned by Mindy Tiu with first place in girls singles; Cindy Tiu third place in girls singles; Mandy Branscome and Shannon Kyle with first place in girls doubles: Caity James and Lindsey Watson second place in girls doubles; Trever Magers and Kirby Young second place in mixed doubles;  Matt Kibikas and Lauren Baker third place in mixed doubles; Shelby Cruz first place in boys singles: Gabe Cantu third place in boys singles;  Travis Runge and Cody Westphal first place in boys doubles; and Erik Linde and Chase Crouse with third place in boys doubles. The people that finished first or second advance as qualifiers to the Regoin3 4A tennis tournament to be held at Willis High School April 21-22.  Third place finishers will serve as alternates in cases of injury, sickness or loss of academic eligibility.
