PRESIDENT REPORT:  The Meeting was called to order by Karen Rhodes at 7:06 PM in the FHS cafeteria.  Minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept minutes was made by Mike Watson and seconded by Michelle Goswick.  Motion carried. Karen introduced guest Steve Van Meter.  Coach Van Meter recognized Karen and Donna Brezina for their help.
1st VICE PRESIDENT: Many thanks to our returning members, new members and members who increased their level of membership.  As of today, we have $37,225.00 in our 2008 membership drive with 186 members.  This is slightly down from this time last year with $41,355 and 223 members, a difference of $4130 and 37 members.  Our membership drive was strong with deposits of $26,485 before school registration and $10,740 collected in memberships after the August 20th/21st registration. Next month I will report to you the amount to be credited to each of the 19 sports and the amount to be held back for scholarships. A reminder all Booster Club Board Members are required to join. This year the color for the All Sport Passes changed from green to blue (Go Blue!) and have been mailed to each board member and their immediate family that have paid.  If you did not receive your All Sport Passes and you have paid your membership or you received a Red sports pass, please see me before you leave. Please do not abuse the privilege of these passes, as they should be used by your immediate family only. All passes and membership stickers have been mailed to members based on their level of donation. This year, Wall Giants laminated our sports passes at no charge. The sponsor page was submitted electronically on Monday, August 18th to Dr. Davis for inclusion in the football program.  Those that had sent in their money prior to that date were included.  I submitted the sponsor page for the volleyball program on August 18th to Jean Williams (volleyball parent). I will be submitting the sponsor list for the booster club banner on Tuesday, September 2nd.  Ingraphics was not able to provide the banner to us at no charge this year, but I am please to say they are giving us a big break and charging us cost only.  The banner should be available and ready to hang at the first home football game. We encourage you to pass out membership forms in your initial parent meetings for your sport to continue our membership campaign throughout the year and to continue to encourage supporting the Booster Club and all our athletes. Some of the numerous post season honors that were collected by the Mustangs were: Stefan Myers being names 23-4A MVP, 23-4A pitcher of the year 1st team all-County and Texas Sportswriters Assoc honorable mention; Andrew Beasley with 23-4A 1st team all-district and 1st team all-County; Dan Liufau with 23-4A 2nd team all-district, 2nd team all-County and Texas Sportswriters Assoc honorable mention 2B; Cody Bergeson was 23-4A 1st team all-district 2nd team all-county and Texas Sportswriters Assoc honorable mention OF;  Alex Anastas was 2nd team all-County and Texas Sportswriters Assoc honorable mention 1B;  Michael Ruiz was Texas Sportswriters Assoc 3rd team 2B and was named to the UIL State Tournament 4A all tournament team; Austin Fitzpatrick was Texas Sportswriters Assoc 3rd team DH and honorable mention all-County and Kevin Thornton was named to the all County 2nd team.  Coach Taylor was named Coach of the year for 23-4A.  Both the Junior Varsity team with a record of 19-4 and the sophomore team with a record of 15-7 had outstanding seasons last year.  The Mustang Baseball Booster club was proud to award a $500 scholarship to each of our 2008 graduating senior. This season hopes to be every bit as exciting as last year.
