SWIMMING/WATERPOLO: The 2009 State 4A Swimming & Diving Championships were amazing! Friendswood High School was very well represented and the kids swam their hearts out! Many of the swimmers on the team swam their best times ever and they were so fun to watch that we are still hoarse from all the cheering! Senior Cole Cragin set the National High School Record in the 100 Backstroke with a 46.75 and the whole place came unglued! The eruption of cheering that happened after we all realized what he had just done was incredible! At the Friday prelims, he broke his own 4A State record in the 100 Fly with a 48.63 and his own 4A State record in the 100 Back with a 48.02. Then he strolled in casually and confidently on Saturday and broke both records again winning 2 Gold medals with a 48.46 in the 100 Fly and a national record breaking 46.75 in the 100 Back! The previous National High School record in the 100 Back had held at 46.82 since 1999 until Cole crushed it! It was a great ending to an amazing High School Swimming career - Congratulations Cole!!!!! Cole also helped his teammates Jared Maloy, Jason Yarberry & Daniel Rockey come in 4th in the boys 200 medley relay and 8th in the 200 free relay. They broke the Friendswood High School records in the 200 medley relay and 200 free relay at the prelims and then broke them again at the finals on Saturday! Overall the Mustang men finished 7th place in the team standings! Senior Caroline McElhany had incredible performances in both of her individual events as well! She broke her own 4A State record in the 200 IM with a 2:02.39 and then broke the 4A State record in the 100 Fly with a 54.73 at the prelims on Friday night. Then she came back and broke them both again on Saturday, winning 2 Gold medals, with a 2:02.19 in the 200 IM and a 54.70 in the 100 Fly!  It was a great way to finish her High School career and we were all cheering wildly for her record setting performances too! Caroline helped teammates Rachel Cragin, Melissa Watson & Lauren Lundquist to a Silver medal in the 200 medley relay after they broke the Friendswood High School record in that event during the prelims Friday night. Caroline, Rachel Cragin, Lauren Lundquist and McKenna Harclerode brought home the Bronze medal in the 200 Free Relay too. The 400 Free relay team of Melissa Watson, Lauren Lundquist, Rachel Cragin & McKenna Harclerode finished in 6th place.  Melissa Watson pushed the Friendswood High School record in the 100 Breast down further with her own best time of 1:06.93 in the prelims Friday night and finished in 5th place at the finals on Saturday. She swam a personal best time of 1:57.68 in the 200 Free in the prelims and finished in 11th place in the finals.  

Alexandria Taylor finished in 13th place in the 500 Free & Meagan Westhoven finished in 14th place in the 200 IM. Congratulations to both of them for great individual finishes in their first time at the State Championship! Overall the Lady Mustangs finished in 5th place in the team standings! Alternates Alec Maloy, Nick Bowen, Hannah Livesay, Kennedy Metcalf & Kelsey Castro did a great job of cheering the team on to their record setting performances and made the trip memorable for everyone!!!! Special thanks to Coach Little & Coach Sophie Wostal for all their hard work preparing the team and for continuing the tradition of success! We also want to thank FISD Superintendent Trish Hanks, FHS Principal Mark Griffon & FHS Athletic Director Steve Van Meter for being there to support the team and cheer them on!
