Concessions:
After a very busy football season we have moved most of the equipment to basketball.  We were left with 354 drinks from the football season that could not be returned to Coke a Cola, for a loss of roughly $200.00.  We split the paper goods and other items that were leftover.  I have moved our 177 drinks to basketball.  Gehl’s Food Services will be providing a free dispenser of chili and cheese for basketball concessions; this will save us $200.00 and this unit is much smaller and does not take up the counter space that the machine in football does.  We are selling some new items in basketball concessions this year I have included fresh baked cookies, popcorn and pretzels.  I have coordinated with several local restaurants to provide meals to the parents, players and to sell in the stand.  We sold 45 Chick-fil-a sandwiches at the first girl’s home game and 50 at the boy’s game on Tuesday night.  Friday night will be James Coney Island Night.  I have emailed the band and asked for a date when we will be receiving the final accounting for the football season and will advise when this is reported to me. By EVENT - This schedule groups concessions by the sporting event. VPs of the Sporting Event can see who all are working their events.

By DATE - this schedule sorts concessions in Date Order.  This gives Concessions VP an idea of which games are coming up next to make sure the Concession Stands are stocked.

The VPs of the Sports Assigned to work the events are responsible for getting volunteers to work the assignments. You will need two (2) volunteers to work each game unless otherwise specified.  I will try to send reminders out each week for the upcoming assignments, but it is up to the Sports to make sure their volunteers make their assignments..

The baseball schedule was released last week.  Varsity will have 10 home games plus our tournament.  The 100-inning game and BBQ lunch will be held on February 11. Well we have started the season with a lot of potential.  Even though our strong point guard, Amber Mills, is out with shoulder surgery we still have returning Skylar Murphy, Caitlin Modesett, Kristen Van Riper, Jill Bergeson, Kessler Hurd, Morgan Marino, and Bianca Garza.  Marley Goodwin and Shelby Pioterek have joined the group and are doing a nice job on the court as well.  We have played a lot of 5A schools Clear Creek, Dobie, Seven Lakes, as well Angleton and Barbers Hill.  We played Dobie last week and lost in a close game, then played Angleton and won by 20.  La Porte was a tough match for us on the court Monday night.  Friday we play Wheatley here in Friendswood and we are looking for a strong show.
 
JV and Freshman teams have also played in several tournaments and are looking very strong for Friendswood.  We are very fortunate to have such a good group of girls on all 3 teams and looking to keep the girls program strong for many years.
 
We start District play Nov 29th and we are ready to see how the season plays out for us.

Basketball-Boys:
The Mustang Varsity spent a long couple of weeks in pre-season scrimmages preparing for their season opener.  For the Varsity, the pre-season was comprised of several “halves” of scrimmages against very tough 5A squads, with the Mustangs ending up on the short end of the scoring in 6 out of 7 of the contests.  The good news, however, was that almost all of the scrimmages were “close”, and the Stangs ended on a winning note by outscoring a strong Cy Ranch squad by two points.

Utilizing the hard learned lessons from the early scrimmage defeats, the Mustangs began this year’s campaign with a convincing victory over the neighboring 5A Alvin Yellowjackets by a score of 66 to 36 Tuesday night.  Tough team defense, along with balanced scoring, carried the night as the Mustangs held the Yellowjackets to only 13 first half points and got double digit scoring from four of their five starters (Junior Quinton Mertz, Sophomore Kelby Schimming, and Seniors Colton Mick and Will Hibbs).  Even more importantly, everyone received lots of playing time, providing valuable experience.  All Friendswood hardwood teams were victorious, getting our teams off to a 1-0 start in the new season.

The Varsity is still awaiting the arrival of our Cross Country State Champion Ryan Teal, as well as our Football Quarterback Jordan Wood.  Ryan not only won the State Championship, but he did so in a time that qualifies him to run in the upcoming National meet.  Jordy stepped into the QB role early in the football season, and lead the Mustangs into the play-offs.  Unfortunately, he will need arthroscopic surgery to make a minor repair to his knee.  We expect both Ryan and Jordan to join us in roughly two weeks. 

Next up for the Varsity will be the Magnolia “Dog House” Invitational tournament, while the JV travels to Ft. Bend County to take part in the Rosenberg Terry tournament.  November finishes up for all squads with tussles against Dickinson, Dobie, and Pasadena Memorial.  The Pasadena Memorial game will also be our annual “Teachers Night” honoring some of the special educators we are blessed to have here at FHS.

The Varsity is still a very young squad, but they have already proven that victory is possible with a well executed game plan involving aggressive, tight defense, and good ball movement on the offensive end.  Minimizing turn-overs, and maintaining the hot shooting exhibited in the Alvin victory, should lead to more success for the Mustangs.  We have been very busy the last month getting ready for our season to start. We had a successful Sonic carhop fundraiser on Oct 29th, a huge garage sale on Nov 5th and last weekend was our potluck dinner/parent meeting.
Next on our agenda is our Dunks & Diva’s fundraiser. It will be here in the cafeteria on Thursday December 8th. There will be several vendors selling their wares. Also several door prizes will be given away. The Varsity boys will be serving our food from Angelo’s. They also will be teaching us some basketball moves. If you would like to join in on the fun, please let me know.
We also are working on our basketball program selling community ads. Hopefully it will be a successful fundraiser as well.

Cross Country / Track Girls:
The girls just came off of a fantastic season with our varsity team making it to state for the first time in 7 years! At regionals we came back from 8th place at the beginning of the race to finish a strong 3rd. We finished 12th in state and are very proud of our girls. The girls worked very hard and got some great experience at the state meet. We ended the season with a wonderful banquet combined with the boys cross country at the Green Event Center on Monday, November 14.

Cross Country / Track Boys:
It has been a busy month for CC since our last meeting.
 
The District Meet was held at Centennial Park on October 26.  All three teams took 1st place overall.  Our Varsity team had a perfect score of 15, but even more impressive was that we took the top 6 spots.  Ryan Teel, Levi Kessler, Calvin Cobb, Troy Richardson, Austin Cline, Blake Sokora all Juniors rounded out the top 6 spots. Nelson Swindler a sophomore was 16th overall.  This means that we qualified 6 individuals and the Varsity Team for Regionals.
 
The Regional Meet was held in Humble on November 5.  We again placed 1st as a team, qualifying us for the State Meet.  We had 3 individual qualifiers.  Troy Richardson, placing 10th, Levi Kessler placing 7th and Ryan Teel our Regional Champ.
 
The State Meet was held at Old Settlers Park on November 12. Conditions weren't great,  it was very windy and dust was flying everywhere -- but, that is what CC is about.  Sometimes you have to battle the elements.   All predictions had us placing 4th as a team -- and this prediction came true. We had two State Medalist.  Levi Kessler ran a personal best at the state meet placing  9th overall. This qualified him for the All State Second Team.  Ryan Teel is our new State Champion.  He won by over 12 seconds.  He qualified for the All State First Team.

Football:
We have wrapped up the football season after the in varsity’s first playoff game to Angleton.  It has been a difficult season due to injuries but hopefully we can rebuild and start off the next season healthy.  We have a huge team of seniors leaving this year with approximately 16 returning to the varsity.  We will have a new literally new team next year.  Our banquet is scheduled for Monday, December 12th in the cafeteria. 

Golf:
The Lady Mustangs began their season with the Deer Park Invitational on October 21st and 22nd at Battleground Golf Course. The Lady Mustangs finished 8th out of 20 teams and were led by sophomore, Alex Magid who had a two day total of 173 and a strong 2nd day round of 80. On November 8th, The Lady Mustang Varsity team captured 1st place at the Texas City Girls Golf Tournament. Alex Magid (84) and Amy Beckman (94) took 1st and 3rd place medalist honors. Two other Lady Mustangs, Kristen Wankowski (96) and Katelyn Moore (96) finished tied for 4th. The Lady Mustangs will participate in two beginner tournaments in November and the Varsity team will be challenged at Bay Oaks Country Club on December 7th.

The Mustang Golf Team is off to a strong start. The Varsity team placed 2nd at the Pearland Varsity Tournament with a team total of 313. Three Mustangs, Sam Brackett (75), Nick Oldham (78) and Austin Salyer (79) finished in the top 10. On November 4th and 5th, the Varsity team took 5th place in the Deer Park Invitational. Cole Thompson shot an 82 on the 1st day and led the team with a two day total of 171. Nick Oldham had the low team score on the 2nd day shooting an 82. The Varsity team’s next outing is a two day tournament at Moody Gardens Golf Course in January.

The JV and Freshmen Mustang teams once again dominate. The Mustangs seized both 1st and 2nd place finishes at the Pearland JV Tournament on November 11th at Country Place Golf Club. Aron Hetsko placed 2nd overall with a score of 80, while Robert Todd (81) finished 4th and Daniel Bradley (84) claimed 5th place. The JV and Freshmen teams will be tested at a windy Moody Gardens Golf Course on November 28th.
