Basketball-Girls:
Wow!  The girls are all doing very well.  The paper didn't give us much hope at the beginning of the season and put is in last place and right now we are undefeated in District.  The Freshman won a nail biter last night against Dawson at the final buzzer.  The girls played hard and stuck it out to the very end.  It was exciting to watch them play.  The JV and Varsity pretty much handled them very well through the entire game.  The Varsity is playing very well together and even though it was a very physical game last night the girls were in control and played hard.  We play La Marque in La Marque on Friday night.  This will be another tough team for us so it will show what our girls are made of for sure.  Over Christmas Break will play Clear Falls for a district game and Varsity will play in the Barbers Hill Tournament right after Christmas. We will come back from break and play Manvel which will be our toughest game of the season.  They are ranked to win our District and they have 2 girls that have signed with U Conn so it will be a tough match so come and support them on Tuesday when we get back.

Basketball-Boys:
The Friendswood varsity opened the 2011-2012 Region III District campaign with a hard fought victory at Fort Bend Ridge Point, besting the Panthers 49-47.  In the game, the Mustangs welcomed Junior Ryan Teal (all American Cross Country) and Jordan Wood (knee surgery after the football season), and really needed their calming influence.  Jordan’s key free throws late in the game, along with the spirited play of Junior postman Luke Woolley, provided the spark that brought home the victory.

The next district opponent for the Mustangs will be state ranked Dawson in an away game Tuesday, December 13th, followed by our first home game against last year’s powerhouse La Marque on Friday evening.  Dawson is ranked 11th in the state for 4A schools in the TABC rankings, while future district opponent Manvel is ranked 10th.  Tough district.

Prior to the district opening, Friendswood participated in two pre-district tournaments:  the Magnolia “Dawg House” tournament and the Aldine I.S.D. tournament on the north side. The Mustangs lost three games to strong 5A opponents, and beat the only 4A team they faced to go 1-3 out in Magnolia.  In the Aldine tournament, the Mustangs split the four games, going 2-2 with wins over Furr and Waller High Schools, while dropping games to Bellaire and Washington High Schools.  

Between these two tournaments, Friendswood won 2 of 3 games played against 5A opponents, stopping Dickenson and Pasadena Memorial, and dropping a tough contest to Dobie.  Subsequent to the district opening victory, the Stangs lost a game they should have one to C.E. King.  Despite leading 32-18 in the second half, the turnover bug came out to bite the Mustangs, and they ended up losing the contest 48-42.  

That brings the varsity squad to a 7-7 record through December 12th.  The Mustangs continue to get strong play from seniors Colton Mick and Will Hibbs, and sharp shooting from junior Quinton Mertz.  The very recent addition of juniors Jordan Wood and Ryan Teal promises to bring a steady hand to the backcourt moving forward.  Juniors Luke Woolley and Michael Montalvo, along with sophomores Lane Griffon and Kelby Shimming continue to provide quality minutes on the court.

We are proud to announce the 2nd annual Dunks & Divas was a success.  We had 15 vendors there, the Varsity boys demonstrated some basketball moves and plays for us, and Angelo’s catered our dinner.  We are now working on getting our program adds in and getting our program printed.  We also have a Coaches vs. Cancer game on January 3rd where Coach Keener will raffle off a T-shirt Memory Quilt.  We have 9 t-shirts from different organizations at FHS on the quilt.

Cross Country / Track Boys:
The Varsity boys competed at the Nike South Regional Meet on 11/19. From this regional meet, Nike took 5 individual runners and 2 teams to compete in Portland Oregon on 12/3 at the Nike Cross National meet.  Ryan Teel qualified as an individual runner. The South was represented by all Texans this year.  Southlake Carroll and The Woodlands were the two teams to represent the South.
At the NIKE National meet -- Ryan earned the title of All-American by placing 16th out of 199 runners. The top 21 runners earned that distinction.   Texas had a strong showing this year with individuals placing 2, 3, 16, 22, and 27 overall.  It was noted by the Nike officials that the South unofficially won the National Team Title. (If only our individual runners could have formed a team)  Southlake Carroll was the runner-up to the team title -- a close race with Southlake coming up 4 points short the National Title.  Ryan also received the honor of 4A runner of the year. 
 
It was a really good year for the Boys CC Team.  The Varsity team will be returning all their runners for next season.

Cheerleaders:
The Cheerleaders competed in a Cheer competition at Reliant Arena on December 10Th and the girls one a 1st and 3rd place award. They also won Best Showmanship award among all the school squads. They will compete again in January in Dallas at Nca.
