The Boys Cross Country Team is celebrating their Season with an End of the Year Banquet tonight at the White House Ranch in Friendswood.  District was held on October 28th at Centennial Park.  Varsity, JV and Freshman teams all won their division.  The Varsity team won District by 9 points making it a very competitive day.  The top three teams out of District qualified for Regionals.  We also had four boys qualify individually for Regionals.  Brandon Swindler 1st, Ryan Teel 2nd, Levi Kessler 4th and James Gregory 8th.  Regionals was held on November 7th at Lone Star College in Humble.  In order to qualify for State your team has to be one of the top 3 teams or you can qualify as individual by being one of the top 10 runners.  Going into this meet we knew that we were going to have to all run well as a team.  We have a very competitive region!  How competitive our region is really showed when the results were posted. The top 3 runners from the 4A division would have also been the top 3 runners in the 5A division.  Qualifying individually and earning a State trip were Brandon Swindler 3rd place and Ryan Teel 4th place out of 175 boys.  The boys then patiently waited to see if their team would be one of the 3 to make a trip Round Rock.  The moments were priceless watching the boys -- we kept waiting to hear Friendswood's name called -- they started with the tenth place team and worked their way up.  I think the boys started getting a little worried because if anything they thought they could take 3rd.  The anticipation and excitement on their faces when they announced us as Regional Champs was a thrill.  In a tight race the boys won by 7 points.  The boys all ran a great race with all of them having a personal best that day.  We ran a group of 4 Seniors - Brandon Swindler, James Gregory, RJ Lowery, and Matt Craig and a group of 3 Freshman -- Ryan Teel, Levi Kessler and Austin Cline.  Our alternates were Michael Goodwin, Lecus Bevens, Thomas Dowdy and Marshall Frieden.  The State meet was held on November 14th in Round Rock.  Again the boys ran well -- they placed 5th as a team -- with team members Brandon Swindler and Ryan Teel making the All State Cross Country Team by placing in the top 15.  Brandon placed 4th and Ryan placed 12th.  I hate to see the season end because we will be losing a large group of Seniors.  These Seniors have provided such great leadership and been very good role models for this large freshman group of runners.  Our team has very few Sophomores and Juniors and will be in a rebuilding mode for next year after this group of Seniors graduate.  The boys have worked very hard -- please congratulate them all!!!
