President Report:

As of today, we have collected a total of $44,130 for the membership drive. This is $1760 more than last month. The twelve $500 athlete scholarships to be selected at our May meeting and the money needed to host the Coaches Luncheon will be set aside from this total. Treasurers’ Report:

Well the moment everyone has been waiting for!  The membership drive and Spring Concession splits are in your accounts.  Please make sure you check your totals and thank Tracey Batts and Rhonda Mick for the wonderful job they have done with the membership drive and keeping the concessions with a great amount of money!  The membership drive brought in $44000.  Each sport received $2100.00 from the membership drive and $285.00 from the Spring Concessions. This totaled $2355.  Last years deposit was $1900.  So we were very excited to be able to add this to each of your sports!  These numbers were based on lots of different things.  The scholarship account had extra money because we had deposited $10000.00 last year.  Since there was an excess amount of money in this account we decided not to transfer as much money into that account for a large balance and share that extra money with the sports.  This will keep this account with plenty of money to still award the usual 6 boy’s and 6 girl’s scholarships at the end of the year for seniors.  We also will keep money in the general account to handle any administration costs and the coaches’ luncheon in May.  The concession split is more than last year which is very good.  We kept a balance in that account as well to help with the spring start up costs for these sports.
