Competition began October 14, with the diving portion of the meet. Competition continued October 16 with swimming. During this sprint meet, swimmers generally participate in all events or strokes, and for only 50 yards. The exception being the 100 yard freestyle and 100 yard relays.  The Friendswood swimmers dominated the swimming portion of the meet with both boys’ and girls’ teams recording solid wins against their competitors. The Mustangs won soundly with 428 points over second-place finisher Clear Brook High School , who scored 317 points. The Lady Mustangs scored 529.5 points, beating out second-place finisher, Clear Brook High School who scored 312 points.  Friendswood diver Grace Moore finished third overall in the girls’ diving competition and Friendswood diver Elliott Wright finished second overall in the boys’ diving competition.  Top three finishes for the Friendswood girls included:
