President Report:

1st Vice Presient:

I’m happy to report that our membership has surpassed last years! We now have a total of 232 members and have collected $42,370 for our membership drive. This is $2160 more than what was collected the entire year last year.  Be sure to thank the parents at each of your sports for contributing and joining our booster club!  All board members have paid at this time. A total of 101 all sport passes have been passed out to the board with eleven members not yet receiving any.  If you want your all sport passes and have not received them yet, please see me after the meeting and tell me how many you’ll need.  The FMBC banner was picked up from Engraphics today.  There were a total of 201 sponsors represented on the banner.  It looks great but needs a couple corrections and I have notified them of the errors.  I would like to know if the board would consider passing out a certain number of all sport passes per board position for next year…perhaps two or four.  By doing so, the 1st VP could have the passes prepared and distribute them at the first board meeting. This process would eliminate having to know how many passes each 2nd VP Member would need and would also get the passes to them more promptly. Future board members could all be made aware of this perk for serving on the board. Much discussion occurred regarding this matter.  A motion was made by Donna Brezina to offer “FOUR- ALL SPORT PASSES” to each sport represented by the booster club, all officers, and both fall and spring concession positions.  The motion was seconded by Donna Young and the vote passed.
